Statement by the UN Special Coordinator on bombing in Tel Aviv Carmel Market

Jerusalem, 1 November 2004. The Special Coordinator expresses his abhorrence at the suicide attack that hit the Carmel Market in Tel Aviv today. He condemns in the strongest terms this terrorist act that killed at least three civilians, wounding many more. 

Terje Roed-Larsen reiterates his firm belief that nothing can justify terror. He expects the Palestinian Authority to act without delay against those organizing and perpetrating terror and to bring them to justice.

The Special Coordinator extends his condolences to the families of the victims and to the Government of Israel and wishes for a speedy recovery of the wounded.
