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Statement of the UN Special Coordinator on the death of Palestinians and destruction of property during IDF operation in Khan Younis
Jerusalem, 26 October 2004. The United Nation’s Special Coordinator is deeply troubled by the continuing violence in the Gaza Strip. He deplores the loss of life during the renewed military operation that began Sunday and ended this morning resulting in the death of at least 17 Palestinians, including civilians, among them an 11 year old child. More than 65 Palestinians have been reported injured, among them several critically wounded. In addition 25 homes have been demolished and 30-40 dunums of land leveled. 
Mr. Roed-Larsen calls on Israel as the occupying power, to act under the framework of international law, most critically in the protection of the civilian population, property and infrastructure. He reiterates his firm belief that there exists no military solution to the conflict and that the only way forward is the implementation of the Roadmap and an immediate return of the parties to the negotiating table.  
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
